1. Description of Course

This course is an honors/college prep elective course designed for students interested in science and continuing their 
education in the field of science.  This course is designed to provide the student with an introduction to anatomical 
and physiological concepts and serves as a precursor for AP Biology.  This course includes dissections in a 
laboratory  setting with alternative assignments if the dissections can not completed. 
1. Course Objectives
1. To develop the necessary critical and analytical skills within students in order to enhance their ability to observe, analyze, and think critically.

2. To provide students with an essential and comprehensive overview of Anatomy and Physiology.

3. To depict the concepts of biology through various instructional genre in order to facilitate students’ understandings of major scientific views and processes, and to provide a foundation of Anatomical principles so that they may make decisions relevant to daily life.

4. Instill a sense of pride in the students work along with the value of developing good study skills and the value of time management.

3. Classroom Expectations
1. BE PROMPT.  You will be considered tardy if you arrive to class after the bell.  1st Tardy – Warning; 2nd

If you have questions, ask them, and if you 
need help, get it!  Utilize the resources available to you.  Don’t wait until it is too late!

Please Note: Computer/Printer 
failures, extracurricular responsibilities, or forgetfulness, especially for long term projects and lab reports are 
not valid reasons for not meeting academic deadlines.  You will not receive full credit for late work.

1. Collected assignments turned in within 24 hours of the due date will be accepted with a 15% penalty.

2. Collected assignments turned in after 24 hours of the due date will be accepted for up to half credit.

3. I will NOT accept work more than one day late.
